Question paper bundles will be handed over to the concerned schools only
one hour prior to the commencement of the examination in each session.
School complex HM and MEOs must ensure the integrity of the question
papers. They, along with Cluster Resource Persons (CRPs), should visit
schools during examination hours to verify that the examinations are being
conducted smoothly and fairly.

In case of any untoward incidents, School complex HMs, MEOs and CRPs
should report immediately to higher officials.

MEOs and CRPs should focus on monitoring examination conduction
procedures in both private and government-managed schools.
